1. Purpose.  To establish a formal disaster preparedness program for NAMTRAGRU per references (a) through (c).  This instruction is designed to meet the guidelines established in reference (c) and (d), to assign preparedness responsibilities and to provide disaster recovery information.

2. Cancellation.  NAMTRAGRUINST 3440.2A

3. Background.  References (a) and (b) direct NAMTRAGRU to maintain readiness to prevent injury to personnel and damage to facilities should an emergency arise.  References (c) and (d) provide specific information concerning various emergencies and preparation instructions for destructive weather phenomena as shown through two recent hurricanes that hit the area 63 days apart.  In order to minimize these damaging effects, enclosure (1) has been established to provide prevention methods to be undertaken during extreme weather conditions.  Enclosure (2) lists protective shelters located on board NAS Pensacola that may be utilized by those personnel who live on the station.

4. Responsibilites 

   a. The Commanding Officer is responsible for establishing and maintaining a disaster preparedness program.

   b. The Disaster Preparedness Officer (DPO) is responsible to the Commanding Officer for planning and implementing the disaster preparedness program and shall:

      (1) Provide annual training to all NAMTRAGRU personnel.


(2) Conduct, with the Facilities Manager, an annual inspection of the NAMTRAGRU facility as per reference (d), prior to the beginning of hurricane season.

   c. The First Lieutenant will assist the DPO in preparing the NAMTRAGRU facility for any disasters.  He is responsible to the DPO for carrying out disaster preparedness tasks, which the DPO may delegate to him.

   d. The Senior Watch Officer (SWO) is responsible for ensuring that all watchstanders are familiar with their duties under this instruction and how 
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to use it to fulfil those duties.  The SWO will maintain this instruction and 

references (c) and (e) in a binder at the duty desk as a resource for watchstanders.  The SWO will advise the DPO of any conditions, which hamper the ability of watchstanders to respond to threatening conditions or actual emergencies.

   e. Watchstanders are responsible for executing the action required by this instruction and showing good judgement in minimizing hazards to NAMTRAGRU personnel and property.  They will ensure that they are thoroughly familiar with this instruction and reference (c).  In the case of Tropical Cyclone conditions being set by the NASP DPO or OOD, the DPO will be notified.

   f. Department heads, division officers and supervisors will in the case of emergencies ensure that their areas of responsibility are secured and provide personnel to support and adverse weather working party, which will secure NAMTRAGRU's outside areas (i.e. smoking area and picnic area).

   g. The Director of Training Information Systems (TIS) Department will maintain an automated information system (AIS) contingency plan and implement it as applicable during disaster recovery.  He will ensure that all Automated Data Processing Systems Security Officers (ADPSSO's) are trained in the safeguarding of AIS equipment, software and data.

   h. The command Human Resources Officer (HRO) will ensure that all civilian employees have the opportunity to volunteer in the disaster preparedness/recovery effort, per reference (c). 

   i. The Public Affairs Officer (PAO) will work closely with the NAS Pensacola PAO to coordinate news releases in the event of serious injury to NAMTRAGRU personnel or major damage to the NAMTRAGRU facility.

DISASTER PREPARATION GUIDELINES

The following is an itemized list to be followed when Tropical Cyclone Condition (3) or Severe Thunderstorm Condition (2) is set per reference (c).

1. NMATRAGRU picnic area:

   a. All loose items (i.e., picnic tables, trash cans, barbeque pits) shall be brought inside the building.

2. Smoking area:

   a. All butt kits, trash cans, bicycles and bicycle rack shall be brought inside the building.

3. CO's sedan and government vehicle:

   a. Shall be parked in the north corner of the building in the NEX warehouse parking lot.
