1.  Purpose.  To establish conditions of readiness in anticipation of hazardous or destructive weather, and set forth procedures to prevent injury to personnel and damage to government property, reference (a) refers.

2.  Cancellation.  NAMTRAUJAXINST 3140.1H. 

3.  Discussion.  Destructive weather phenomena constitutes a continuing threat to personnel, buildings and equipment.  Loose gear of any type may be picked up by the wind and hurled with great speed causing extensive damage to buildings and injury to personnel.  

4.  Responsibility.  Securing NAMTRAU JAX buildings is an "All Hands" responsibility during the hurricane season, from 1 June to 30 November.  Each Department Head/LCPO is required to issue instructions necessary to safeguard property and personnel under their responsibility.  Specific actions and procedures required are set forth in enclosures (1) through (7).  Evacuation and Shelter Procedures will be initiated when notified that the command will be used as an emergency shelter (enclosures (3) and (6) refer).

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DESTRUCTIVE WEATHER

1.  CONDITIONS OF READINESS - SMALL AREA STORMS

    a.  Thunderstorm/Tornado Condition of Readiness II.

Destructive winds are reported or expected in the general area within six hours.  Lightning and thunder are also anticipated.  Take precautions that will permit establishment of an appropriate state of readiness on short notice.

    b.  Thunderstorm/Tornado Condition of Readiness I.

Destructive winds are imminent.  Lightning and thunder are also anticipated.

2.  CONDITIONS OF READINESS - MAJOR CYCLONIC STORMS

    a.  Condition of Readiness IV.  Destructive winds are anticipated within 72 hours.

    b.  Condition of Readiness III.  Destructive winds are anticipated within 48 hours.

    c.  Condition of Readiness II.  Destructive winds are anticipated within 24 hours.                         

    d.  Condition of Readiness I.  Destructive winds are anticipated within 12 hours or less.  Take appropriate precautions to minimize damage.

3.  TYPES OF WARNING

    a.  TERMINOLOGY USED IN NAVY WARNINGS

THUNDERSTORM         Gusty winds with velocities up to 50 knots.  

                     Lightning and thunder can be expected;

Persons 

                     close to the storm should take cover

                     immediately.  Those further away should   

                     take cover if threatening conditions 

                     approach.              

HURRICANE WATCH      Hurricane may threaten within 24 hours.

HURRICANE WARNING    Hurricane expected to strike within 24

                     hours.

4.  ACTION

    a.  Commanding Officer 

        (1) Report by memorandum to NAS Jax Executive Officer, via Disaster Preparedness Office, Box 133, Naval Air Station, Jacksonville prior to 15 May that these watch bills and   assignments are up-to-date and that all hurricane gear is available and ready for use with a copy to Disaster Preparedness Officer (Code 603).  

        (2) Submit one copy of all Destructive Weather Instructions/Plans and/or Bill to the NAS Jacksonville 
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Commanding Officer, via Disaster Preparedness Office, Box 133, Naval Air Station, Jacksonville, Florida for review and reference.                            

    b.  Department Heads/CPOICs shall:

        (1) Issue specific instructions necessary to effect storm security within their respective departments.  In the event of Severe Thunderstorms, Tornadoes and extremes in short term weather, immediate action items must be completed to the greatest extent SAFELY possible.

*** NOTE ***

The remainder of this instruction will deal primarily with hurricane preparedness.

        (2) Maintain a hurricane locker containing the minimum items listed in enclosure (4).  Prior to each hurricane season, check material condition of all supplies and remove/replace inoperable items.

        (3) Maintain all buildings free of material defects, giving special attention to defects that would permit wind or rain to enter buildings, and report any defect found to the Public Works Officer.

        (4) Notify the CO in writing on or before 1 May that requirements for hurricane season have been met.

        (5) Update Monthly Maintenance Plan with any changes to respective MTU/Department Destructive Weather Coordinator via Command Destructive Weather Coordinator.

    c.  NAMTRAU Jacksonville CDO/ACDO, upon notification that the Base OOD has set or canceled condition of readiness I, II, or III, shall notify the following:

        (1) NAMTRAU Destructive Weather Coordinator

        (2) GSE Training Department CPOIC

        (3) Fixed Wing Training CPOIC

        (4) Rotary Wing Training CPOIC
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        (5) Maintenance/Material Department Head

        (6) Command Admin/Student Services/Legal Department Head

        (7) CMC

        (8) XO

        (9) CO

    d.  CDO/ACDO shall log the time, department notified and the name of the person receiving the notification each time the word is passed that the station has set/changed a condition of readiness

    e.  Department Heads/CPOICs will notify the CDO/ACDO when a condition of readiness has been set and all necessary precautions have been taken.

    f.  When condition has been met, CDO will contact the Base OOD and report that conditions are set or that the condition is set with exceptions as noted.

5.  EVACUATION PLAN

    a.  All personnel leaving their recall location, including students, shall fill out enclosure (5) when directed by their LCPO/SSU prior to leaving the local area.

    b.  All active duty personnel housed in the 6 Series barracks and those requesting shelter will be housed in Bldg 848E.  The CMC will assign berthing areas as required, see enclosure (3).

    c.  All personnel shall call in or muster in person within 24 hours after the storm passage.  Calls shall be made to the duty office between 0600-0900 and instructions will be given by the ACDO.

    d.  For those personnel out of town, if phone service is unavailable, assume muster at 0800 the following day.

*** NOTE ***

Personnel leaving the local area should be well advised to take several telephone numbers of friends or co-workers with them as a secondary point of contact.

Ensure those personnel evacuating to Bldg 848E are instructed to bring blankets and toiletries as appropriate.

All personnel should ensure they have the appropriate phone numbers and backups prior to securing.

Cars should not be parked in the lower area of Bldg 848's parking lot due to possible flooding.

Dependents will not be accepted prior to a Hurricane but may be accepted, in an emergency, immediately following the storm.
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NAMTRAU EVACUATION PROCEDURES

1.  Building 848E will be used as an evacuation shelter for all active duty NAMTRAU personnel.  The CDO/ACDO watch will utilize staff and students available to assist in setting up the building or in working parties as required.

2.  When Condition II is set, the CMC will designate areas to be used for berthing.

3.  The following are estimates of the number of personnel these spaces should be able to accommodate comfortably.  The rooms are

listed in the recommended assignment priority for all active duty NAMTRAU personnel:

4.  When Condition I is set, the CDO/ACDO will initiate the Shelter Procedure listed below.

    a.  Determine the progress of the Hurricane.

    b.  Maintain a logbook of entries by name, rate, SSN, address and room assigned.  Also note any special physical or medical requirements/information for each individual.

    c.  Establish parking lot procedures.

        (1) No vehicles will be parked in the grassy area under or near any trees.

        (2) Motorcycles and bikes will be parked inside the concrete wall on the west side of building 851.

    d.  Ensure the Coffee Mess is manned as necessary from   0800 - 2100.

     e.  Ensure the control center has flashlights and batteries inside.
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    f.  Ensure Admin spaces and storerooms are locked.

    g.  Ensure access to other buildings and restricted areas are secured and properly marked.  Passageways to 851 and 858 should be secured with cable ties to prevent unauthorized entry.

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NAMTRAU SHELTER PROCEDURES

1.  Upon setting of Condition II and/or notification by NAS 

Jacksonville OOD that Building 851 (MTU 1037) is to be used as an Essential Personnel Emergency Evacuation Shelter, the CDO/ACDO watch will contact and inform the Fixed Wing CPOIC.

2.  Fixed Wing CPOIC will proceed to Building 851, room 119 (LCPO office) and begin turnover of Building 851 spaces to NAS Jacksonville’s Disaster Preparedness Representative.  The following turnover items will be briefed, discussed and/or accomplished.

    a.  Ensure all classrooms required for use by NAS 

Jacksonville Essential Personnel, have been cleared by moving classroom furniture to a corner of the room and stacked accordingly.  Rooms to be utilized for Emergency Occupancy will be filled as follows:  (listed in order of priority) 119, 122, 125, 133, 134, 135, 112, 111, 110, 132, 131, 130 and 103.  

NOTES  -  Room 119 will be the Emergency Shelter Control Center.

       -  Room 122 is the designated First Aid Station and          

Medical Room. 

    b.  Conduct a joint inventory of the Emergency Shelter 

Hurricane Locker.  NAS Jacksonville Disaster Preparedness personnel will be responsible for replenishing any supplies noted as being used or missing after the emergency has passed.

    c.  Inventory and turnover control of the Key Locker for 

building 851, and duty keys (set utilized to open front entrance door and locked entrance to room 122).

    d.  Keys to the "T" Way gate (area between buildings 851, 848 

and 858).

    e.  Keys to any Duty Vehicles stored in the "T" Way.

    f.  Turnover Hurricane Binder on LCPO’s desk.  Binder will 

contain as a minimum, the following items:

        (1) Hurricane Locker inventory.

(2) Telephone location and listing for the building.
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        (3) A drawing indicating Emergency Fire routes and 

physical room layout.

(4) Location of Electrical Fuse panels.

        (5) Location of Emergency Sprinkler Controls.
