Subj:  ALL-HANDS LITTER CONTROL PROGRAM

1.  Purpose.  To establish a coordinated All-Hands Litter Control Program, to maintain the highest standards of cleanliness, appearance, and smartness of Naval Air Station Jacksonville.

2.  Cancellation.  NASJAXINST 11014.1E

3.  Discussion.  Maintaining high standards of cleanliness and appearance aboard U.S. Navy installations are in keeping with military tradition, and are significant in terms of impact on morale, productivity, and the image of the Navy in the eyes of the community.  The cleanliness goal is an appearance that creates an atmosphere of good order and discipline, and instills a sense of pride in those serving at NAS Jacksonville.  A thorough and continuous program of "house-cleaning" and litter removal is a positive and significant step toward achievement of that goal.

    a.  This program has been created to provide a manageable system for litter control by dividing NAS Jacksonville into 36 clearly defined areas. 

    b. The department or command identified on encl. 1 will ensure Daily (0800) litter pickup. Weekends will be handled under the guidance of the senior members in duty status.

4.  Responsibility and Action

    a.  All personnel, military and civilian, when aboard NAS Jacksonville, are responsible for the proper disposal of their litter in refuse containers.

    b.  All personnel will wear safety vest while conducting Daily clean-up.

    c.  The Public Works Center is responsible for inspection and enforcement of the contract provisions of the refuse removal and ground maintenance service contracts.

    d.  Station departments and resident commands/activities are responsible for the grounds, pavements, and parking lots in their designated block areas (enclosure (1)).  The assigned commands and departments are responsible for ensuring Daily litter pick-up and removal. Special attention will be given to the accumulation of grounds debris in parking lots.

    e.  Legal Hold/Restricted Barracks is responsible for policing their designated block areas and assisting in any special cleaning projects that may be directed by the Executive Officer.

    f.  Morale, Welfare and Recreation (MWR) Department is responsible for policing litter and emptying trash cans from all grounds areas adjacent, or incidental to MWR operations.  This responsibility includes the marina, golf course, ball fields, fishing ponds, picnic areas, and MWR sponsored facilities.

    g.  Family Housing occupants are responsible for policing litter from yard areas associated with their assigned quarters.

    h.  The Brig is responsible for policing litter in the security compound, the Brig block area and emptying all "Pitch In" litter barrels, except those in the MWR area of responsibility.  The Brig will also assist in any special projects as may be directed by the Executive Officer.

    i.  First Lieutenant Division Officer will inspect station grounds on a continuing basis, notifying responsible parties of discrepancies.

    j.  Security Department will initiate police reports for littering when verifiable information is received or observed.  Police reports will be forwarded to the Commanding Officer for appropriate action.

    k.  Recycling opportunities must be supported at every opportunity.  All recyclable products should be collected, separated and delivered to  designated collection points.  MWR will coordinate all recycling efforts.

    l.  Due to deployments, Wing Commanders will be responsible for assigning squadrons to police their areas as outlined in enclosure (1).

5. Residents of Bldg. 822 will be responsible for parking lot clean-up to include the parking lot across Saratoga street. The Bldg. 822 LCPO will coordinate with the tenant CMC’s for monthly rotation.

6. The last Wednesday of every month from 0830 to 1000 will be designated for a base-wide “Health and Litter” walk-down. Each department and command will use this time to pick up accumulated litter and grounds debris while enjoying a healthy walk. Any rescheduling will be promulgated only by the base Command Master Chief.
