1.  Purpose.  To establish alcohol abuse prevention and deglamorization policy within Naval Air Maintenance Training Group Detachment, Fort Huachuca.

2.  Cancellation:  None

3.  Background. This instruction is to enforce policy and guidelines as set forth in reference (a).  Reference (b) defines alcoholic beverages.  Reference (c) defines the Arizona State Law for underage drinking and driving.

    a.  Reference (a) announces a comprehensive alcohol abuse prevention and deglamorization campaign for the Department of the Navy (DON) requiring all Navy and Marine leaders, from the most senior officers to the most junior enlisted, to demonstrate the same leadership, responsibility and accountability that we apply to all readiness areas.  It starts with setting the right personal example and establishing the right climate at this Detachment.

    b.  This campaign stresses leadership responsibility, command responsibility, shipmate/fellow responsibility, and most importantly, personal responsibility.  Each Sailor/Marine is ultimately responsible and will be held accountable for their own actions.  Guidance, education, counseling and treatment will continue to be available and enhanced for those who need it, but to be effective, these resources must be used before there is an incident.
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    c.  Reference (c) is the Arizona State Law regarding underage personnel who drive a motor vehicle while intoxicated and the definition.

4.  Policy.  

    a. Effective immediately, and in accordance with reference (a), underage drinking at all DON activities is hereby eliminated.  The legal drinking age in the State of Arizona is 21 years of age.  Therefore, personnel under the age of 21 are forbidden to partake in alcoholic beverages at any time, on or off post.  Article 1150 defines alcoholic beverages as wine, distilled spirits, malt beverages, and beer.  Additionally, reference (a) has revoked all previous exemptions and requires each installation to conform to their respective state law.  Reference (c) states that it is unlawful for a person under the age to 21 to drive or be in actual physical control of a motor vehicle while there is any spirituous liquor in the person’s body.  Any spirituous liquor is defined as 0.01 or simply on the defendants breath.  Personnel over the age of 21 who contributes to any persons under the age of 21 in the purchase, sale, possession, or consumption of any alcoholic beverage is subject to the Uniform Code of Military Justice, Article 92, of reference (d).

    b.  Upon reporting to this command for training or duty, personnel will complete enclosure (1) which will be held onboard until member executes orders.
