1.  Purpose.  To provide information concerning the assignment of naval vehicles, their use and reporting requirements.

2.  Cancellation.  NAMTRAGRUINST 11200.1H.  Since this is a major revision, changes are not indicated throughout.  

3.  Scope.  This instruction is applicable to vehicles on a Class "B" assignment to NAMTRAGRU from Naval Air Station (NAS) Memphis.  Detachments with vehicles on a Class "B" assignment from host activities will be governed by applicable host activity instructions.

4.  Action

a.  NAMTRAGRU Department Heads and Officers of the Day (OODs):


(1) Ensure only properly licensed drivers operate vehicles assigned to NAMTRAGRU and that they follow safe driving practices.



(2) Ensure assigned vehicles are delivered to NAS Public Works for preventive maintenance as scheduled.



(3) Ensure all drivers are aware that government vehicles must not be used for personal business. 



(4) Ensure enclosure (1) is submitted immediately if an assigned vehicle is involved in an accident.



(5) Provide the following information to NAMTRAGRU Supply (Code 10) on the 1st work day after the 20th of each month:




(a) Vehicle Identification Number (VIN).




(b) Odometer reading and whether odometer is inoperative, repaired or over the 100,000 mile mark.



(6) Ensure minimum daily maintenance checks are performed using enclosure (2).  Maintain completed forms until the next scheduled preventive maintenance induction.



(7) Ensure enclosure (3) is completed for each off-base trip.  Maintain a file of all completed DD Form 1970s.



(8) Submit Class "B" Vehicle Justification, NASMFS 11240/7 (Rev 9-80), to NAS Public Works, Transportation Division, for any one-time vehicle requirements.  This form may be signed only by Department Heads and OODs.



(9) Submit requests for additional or new Class "B" vehicle assignments to Commanding Officer, NAMTRAGRU, with complete justification for such assignment, including facts and figures indicating why presently assigned vehicles or NAS Public Works Transportation Pool cannot satisfy transportation requirements.
