1.  The major objective of the Recognition and Treatment of 
Diving Casualties Course (“R&T”) is to train military healthcare 
providers in diving medicine specific to military diving 

operations.

2.  The course consists of two weeks of graduate-level diving 
medicine and covers most of the medical material of the longer 

Diving Medical Officer course.  The main difference is the inclusion of dive training in the latter.  Topics covered include but are not limited to: diving physics and physiology; decompression theory; evaluation and treatment of diving-related injuries; recompression therapy; fitness for diving; military standards for diving duty; hyperbaric oxygen (HBO) therapy.  Although the R&T course does not involve diving per se, it will involve hyperbaric exposures in a recompression chamber.  A passing grade on a final examination is required for successful completion of the course.  The course provides 50 AMA Category I hours.

If you desire to reserve a quota, you must submit an application package consisting of a request letter, command endorsement, the SF 88 and 93 of a non-diving hyperbaric exposure physical examination.  You must also successfully complete a hyperbaric pressure test and have that result documented on form NAVMED 6150/2, the Special Duty Medical Abstract.  Enclosures (1) and (2) are samples of a request letter and endorsement.  You must have a physical exam qualifying you for non-diving hyperbaric exposures in accordance with Navy standards as described in Chapter 15-66 of reference (a) and BUMED NOTICE 6120, reference (b).  A non-diving hyperbaric exposure physical examination is similar to a diving exam except for the absence of age limitations and special vision standards.  This exam must also have been completed within 1 year of date of application.  BUMED NOTICE 6120, and copies of forms SF 88 and 93, can be obtained from the NDSTC website at https://wwwnt.cnet.navy.mil/ndstc.  In addition, this physical exam must be completed by an individual certified to perform Navy diving exams DMO, UMO, or HMO).  Complete a hyperbaric pressure test and have this documented on form NAVMED 6150/2, the Special Duty Medical Abstract.  This form is also available on the NDSTC web site.  The components of the hyperbaric pressure test are described in reference (c) and section 22-7, Chapter 22, Volume 5 of reference (c).  However, the pressure test requirement can be waived if a recompression chamber is not accessible at your location.  If there is a hyperbaric chamber watch in your area, an endorsement by a local DMO, UMO, or HMO who stands the watch may be helpful but is optional. 

Please note a new change(Change 118) in MANMED ch. 15-66 paragraph (5) (a) Pressure Testing and Ascent Training, which  states “All candidates must pass a one-time recompression chamber test . . .  If pressure testing is not available, a waiver must be granted by the Chief of Naval Personnel before transferring the individual to diver training. Link to change:

4.  Applications can be faxed (850-235-5993, DSN 436-5993), e-mailed (ndstcmedicaldept@navy.mil), or mailed to us (Navy Diving and Salvage Training Center, Attn: Training Medical Officer, 350 S. Crag Rd, Panama City, FL 32407-7016).  Applications must be received by this command at least 30 days prior to convening of the course.  However, receipt of an application by the deadline should not be construed as a guarantee of a quota.  Early application is highly recommended.  Since quotas are at a premium, we cannot hold a spot if your application is incomplete.  Quotas are granted based on documented need for training and order received.  Applicants will be notified prior to the convening date of the course in which they are accepted.  Do not make final plans to attend until you have received confirma​tion from the Training Medical Officer at the Naval Diving and Salvage Training Center.  There is no course fee.  Applicants are responsible for obtaining their own funding for travel and per diem.
5.  If you are not qualified for hyperbaric exposures, then you will also require a formal waiver to be allowed to begin training.  Not all conditions are waiverable.  The waiver process can take several months so early initiation is important.  You must have a waiver in hand upon arrival at NDSTC.
