ATTENTION:		Everything that you have learned up to this point, now becomes very important. This is where you, as Marines will be providing forecast just like they would be given in the Fleet. Every brief will consist of any and all possible information that can be provided the different units, and their assigned missions.





MOTIVATION:	Mission success and planning can, at times, rely solely on the forecast provided to the mission commander. If your forecast isn’t accurate, and 	timely, the mission can fail, and personnel can die. Experience takes time,  your not expected to have that here, but, hopefully this will give you the confidence and knowledge of the mission types and requirements, so that you can provide a useable product to mission planners.





REVIEW:	In the previous portion of the course you’ve been given the knowledge needed to put a forecast together. Here, you’ve learned the make and missions of the Marine Corps, the break down of the Functions of Marine Aviation, the MAGTF’s makeup and missions.





OVERVIEW:	During this portion, we are going to put it all together. We’ll talk about a few of the Special Operations that can be tasked a Marine Expeditionary Unit (Special Operations Capable) [MEU(SOC)] and what they may require during a weather briefing. You will learn some insight as to the METOC minimum criteria, which may, or may not affect the mission, and what that means to you.	





TRANSITION:	Lets refresh what we’ve learned and get into the Special Operations portion of the learning cycle.
